In this unit you will make a Roman arch out of
air-dry clay. To make the clay, mix 2 Tbsp. salt
with %4 cup warm water. Add 2/3 cup flour to
the mixture and stir to combine. With your
hands, knead the clay for 5 minutes. Open
your Student Notebook to Unit 1 — Box 9 to see
the design of the arch that you will make. On
waxed paper, shape the clay into a rectangular
log that is ¥2” thick, 1” wide, and 12” long.
Keeping the log flat on your paper, mold it into
the shape of an arch. Then, cut it into 7 pieces,
with 3 equal pieces up each side and one larger
piece at the center of the arch. This centerpiece
is the keystone. Allow the pieces to dry.

Key Idea: The arch of Titus was constructed in
Rome about 20 years after Paul’s death. It was
built to commemorate Titus’ destruction of
Jerusalem in 70 A.D. as prophesied by Jesus.
